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areas 1 through 4 on the Escondido Ranch map. The hunter with
the second highest bid will have second choice and so on. The
bow hunter with the highest bid will automatically win hunting
rights to special management hunt area 5 on the Escondido Ranch
map. The five winning hunters will have exclusive access to
their area from opening day to the end of the antlered deer
season. The five hunters will be allowed to harvest one deer of
their choice, one feral hog, and one javalina during the hunting
season at Escondido Ranch. Hunting fees are waived but the
hunters must pay lodging fees and kill fees will be charged.

The kill fee on the buck will be based on the B&C score of the
animal as outlined in paragraph 7 below. Sealed bids must be
submitted to ITT or the Escondido Ranch Manager prior to the
drawing date of the first hunt period.

i. The following requirements must be met for mailing in
tickets:

(1) Personnel must read the drawing guidelines and join
the King’s Hunt Club.

(2) A copy of your ID card with a statement that you
have read and understand the deer drawing guidelines.

(3) Payment for tickets: Checks or credit card. Credit
card payments are acceptable over the phone.

(4) Send a self-adhesive label for each ticket purchased
and include the following info:

(a) Name
(b) Telephone number (including area code) .

(c) Which category and hunt period you would like,
and place labels on the tickets.

(Note: TIf these requirements are not met, or tickets are not
filled out properly, patrons will be charged $6.00 per ticket to
cover labor costs.)

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7. Fees
a. Due to accounting practices there have been changes to
the fee structure at Escondido Ranch. However, the cost of

lodging and hunting will remain the same.

b. Lodging Fees are $20 a night per person with the
exception of E-5 and below whose fee will be $15 a night.

c. Hunting Fees for big game are $10 per session (morning
or afternoon) or $20 per day (includes both a morning and
afternoon hunt session) .

d. Fixed blind rental fees are $40 per session (morning or
afternoon) or $80 per day (includes both a morning and afternoon
hunt session). Fixed blind usage is mandatory for big game gun
hunters.

e. Portable blind rental fees are $5 per session (morning
or afternoon) or $10 per day (includes both a morning and
afternoon hunt session). Portable blind usage is mandatory for
big game bow hunters.

f. Ranch Kill Fees.

(1) Buck kill fees will be based on B&C score in
accordance with the table below:

(2) Doe kill fees will be $50 for active duty and $75
for retired military/DoD Civilian.

8. Fines
a. Fines are enforced for harvesting an immature illegal or
unauthorized deer. Please know at what you are shooting. These

additional fees will be assessed:
(1) $300.00 for a Doe under 2.5 years old.

(2) $400.00 and confiscation of animal for a buck that
does not meet the definition described in paragraph 2. c.

(3) $500.00 and confiscation of animal for any illegal
or unauthorized means of harvesting.

b. In addition to assessed fines, violators may:

(1) Be temporarily or permanently banned from all
NASK sponsored hunt programs.

(2) Have their names forwarded to the TPWD Game Warden
if it has been determined that state game laws have been

violated.

c. Fines may be appealed through a published NASK process
via the commanding officer.

9. Other Information

a. No more than 20 hunters per day.

b. Reservations are not required but are strongly
recommended to ensure lodging and hunting availability.

c¢. Ranch staff will make the hunting stand assignments.
The stands to be hunted from will be drawn based upon check-in
times of hunters (i.e., earliest check-in will be assigned first
stand drawn) .

d. Hunting and safety brief will be conducted before any
hunting activities.

e. Deer of any category not harvested during the designated
hunting period will be made available to other hunters during a
later hunting period through a draw.
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f. All deer hunting for each category will be suspended
once harvest limits for each category have been reached.

g. Escondido Ranch has both one and two person stands of
various sizes. Some one-person stands can safely accommodate
two persons (e.g., adult and youth); ranch personnel will assist
hunters in stand selection to ensure proper supervision and
safety is maintained at all times. Regardless of stand size,
there is a limit of two persons and one gun per stand allowed.
No stand shall ever have more than one gun at a time.

h. Data will be collected from all harvested game prior to
processing. Measurements must be taken/recorded on all antlered
deer and jaw bones removed for aging. This information will
assist the ranch in managing the deer herd for the coming year.

i. Absolutely no alcohol consumption is allowed while
hunting or when involved in any activity using a weapon. In
addition, no alcohol will be consumed within four hours of a
hunt. Alcoholic beverages are allowed to be consumed after
completion of a hunt and/or after any activity involving the use
of a weapon but only in the lodge compound area. No alcoholic
beverages outside the lodge compound area. Any person found in
violation of this rule will have their hunting privileges
temporarily suspended immediately by ranch personnel until a
final decision on suspension for a period up to ONE year can be
made by the executive officer or commanding officer.

10. Ranch Staff Hunting

a. Ranch Staff may have the opportunity to hunt antlered
deer at no cost through a separate draw hunt. As many as four
bucks may be available to the Escondido Ranch Staff during the
2011-2012 hunting season if limits in paragraph 2(b) have not
been attained. Staff will also be allowed one doe, two feral
hogs, two javalina, two quail hunts and unlimited coyotes.
Bobcats not allowed.
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
